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LEAP of Noble County’s New DAWN program works closely with your child’s school.  As part of our program, we will be sharing information with West Noble School teachers and other school staff, contracting agencies, program evaluators and funders. Sharing this information ensures continued funding as well as the best possible services and support for your child.
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 LEAP of Noble County’s New DAWN staff may photograph, videotape and/or audiotape members and others participating in the program.  Any or all of these forms of media may be used at the discretion of New DAWN for working with and promoting the New DAWN program. 
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The LEAP of Noble County’s New DAWN Program provides tutoring, recreation, enrichment and prevention opportunities to West Noble youth.  The components of the program are designed to provide West Noble youth with the opportunity to:
1.  Stay in a safe environment with positive adult role
     models during before &  after school hours.
2.  Socialize with their peers in a healthy manner.
3.  Receive assistance with homework.
4.  Engage in learning activities that may not be available            
     during school hours.
5.  Learn sportsmanship and fair play as they participate
     in recreational activities.
6.  Learn how to engage in a healthy lifestyle through
     prevention activities.
7.  Become actively involved in their community.

All West Noble youth in grades K-8, are invited to join New DAWN before school and grades 1st -12th may participate in New DAWN after school.  
Students may attend the program once a completed registration form is returned to the Site Coordinator.


New DAWN recognizes that many families are eager to enroll their students in after school New DAWN.  In fairness to those on the waiting list, students who do not maintain regular attendance will be excused from the program.

Leap Of Noble County’s New DAWN program offers field trips and/or special activities for our students and their families.  Some of these activities may require additional money and /or transportation.  Information regarding upcoming field trips will be sent home with students and the signed permission slip will need to be returned with money to the New DAWN Site Coordinator in order to participate in these opportunities.

On the rare occasion that school lets out early or after school activities are canceled due to bad weather, New DAWN will be canceled.

Register with DynaCal for instant New DAWN & school updates via email or text.
Mornings with a three hour delay will result in NO NEW DAWN AFTER SCHOOL ONLY.
MORNING NEW DAWN FOLLOWS THE 3 HOUR DELAY and students may be dropped off beginning at 10:00.
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Illness Policy
If a New DAWN participant becomes ill, a parent or authorized person will be called to pick up the child.
Emergency/Health Information
Parents are asked to provide emergency and health information on the New DAWN enrollment form.  Information on the form includes home and places of employment, phone numbers, names and phone numbers of family physicians, health problems the child has, if any, and directions as to handling emergency child illnesses and injuries.  It is important that New DAWN has this information and that
it is current at all times.
Medication
If your child requires medication during New DAWN hours, 
an authorization form must be completed. If your child receives medication during the school day, a separate form must be completed for New DAWN.  The Site Coordinator will be able to provide you with the proper form.
All medication must be kept in the original containers.  Information regarding dose and time of administration must be completed.
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New DAWN Afterschool Program begins in the cafeteria immediately after school.  Activities take place throughout the school building and schoolyards.    
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New DAWN Before School is open every school day 1 hour before the start of school.  Afterschool begins Monday – Thursday immediately after school until 5:15 p.m.  There will be no New DAWN when afterschool activities have been canceled.
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Snack:  Students receive one healthy snack daily.  After snack, students may participate the following activities:
Homework/Tutoring Assistance:  Staff members work with students to help them complete assignments and strengthen academic skills.  Parents and students are responsible for bringing homework to the new DAWN program and for ensuring that homework assignments are complete and accurate.
Recreation:  Students have the opportunity to participate in organized activities and to learn fair play and good sportsmanship.
Enrichment:  New DAWN students attend a variety of enrichment classes.  Examples include:  robotics, cooking, dancing, gaming, computer, sports & archery depending on the students grade level.
All students have the opportunity to participate in a variety of activities daily.  If you have any requests regarding your student’s schedule, notify the Site Coordinator.
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Parents are required to pick up their children by 5:15 p.m.  For your child’s safety, we insist that you enter the school building to sign your child out from New DAWN.  We will not release your child to anyone who is not on your authorized list.  
As a parent, you must be on time to pick-up your children from New DAWN.  If you are going to be late due to an emergency, you must notify the Site Coordinator (phone numbers can be found on the back cover of this handbook).
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Parent/Guardian participation is strongly encouraged at New DAWN.  You are welcome to visit at any time.  
We would be happy to have parent volunteers in the program.  Volunteers are needed to plan and chaperone special events, to provide enrichment, and to offer assistance to staff members.  Please contact the Site Coordinator if you are able to participate in New DAWN.
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New DAWN students are expected to follow the rules in the West Noble student handbook and any other site-specific rules that are established by the Site Coordinator.  
In order to maintain a safe, fun learning environment, New DAWN will work closely with parents & students to ensure proper behavior.  If, however, the problem persists, a Discipline Referral report will be written.  Parents and the school principal will receive a copy of the report.  Consequences are as follows:
1st Referral:  conference with child & Site Coordinator.
2nd Referral:  conference with child, parent, 
Site Coordinator.  
3rd Referral:  suspension from New DAWN
Depending upon the severity of the behavior problem, steps may be skipped.
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Your comments and suggestions are important to us.  As New DAWN participants, you or your child may be asked to fill out surveys and/or assessments.  Information gained from these surveys is strictly confidential.  The information is used to help improve the program and to ensure continued funding.
